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Health, Peace, and Migration — What can we do through Global Health?
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In the world, the ‘complex crises’ including climate change, food crisis, natural disasters, growing inequality,
population displacement, pandemics, and conflicts are having a major impact on people's health. As a
response to such global situations, in 2020, WHO launched the 'Global Health and Peace Initiative (GHPI)',
stating “There cannot be health without peace, and there cannot be peace without health”. It implies 'Peace’
is one of the determinants of 'Health', and the health sector plays a critical role in achieving ‘Peace’. In other
words, ‘Health’ and ‘Peace’ are inextricably linked in both directions. The migration issue is one of the
impetuses to think about ‘Global health’ and ‘Peace.” As a consequence of conflicts, a large number of migrants
and refugees arise, and their health status have been threatened. Conversely, addressing migration health
has the power to build bridges among communities or countries that tend to be potentially hostile, which may
help prevent conflicts from occurring.

This sympodium aims to discuss: 1) how to respond to the challenges of migration health caused by conflicts
and minimize their negative impact, and 2) how to create peace without conflict or peaceful coexistence
through migration health.

In the symposium, first, a global perspective on migration health and peace will be presented, with a focus on
the situation in Europe where the influx of migrants and refugees has increased dramatically against the
backdrop of conflicts. This will be followed by presentations on efforts to minimize the negative impact of
conflicts on migration health, from the viewpoints of (1) healthcare services for migrants and refugees in a
Thai-Myanmar border area, (2) healthcare systems development for migrants and refugees in host countries
(Thailand and Taiwan), and (3) local government’s initiatives on peace and migration in Okinawa which has
been serving as a ‘Cornerstone of Peace (Heiwa no Ishiji)’. Presenters will then discuss how addressing
migration health can contribute to peace in a broader sense, including not only conflict prevention but also

peaceful coexistence.
